We will be investigating
materials and how their
properties can change through
applying different forces. This
unit has an overarching theme
of chocolate making links to
Charlie and the Chocolate
Factory.

In History, we will be learning
about Bonfire Night and the
Great Fire of London. We will
explore these events with a
focus on chorology whilst
investigating sources fo
understand how these events
helped to shape our lives.

Throughout this unit, we will be exploring the features of a poster
and learn about the differences between statements, exclamations
and questions as well as exploring command sentences with
imperative verbs to use within our posters.

In RE we will be thinking
about the big question, ‘Why
do Christians believe God
gave Jesus to the world?’ We
will also be thinking about the
Christmas story, learning
about advent and through
our Nativity performance.
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In Computing, we will be
creating media - focussing on
digital photography. We will
explore devices that can be
used to capture photographs
and learn how to capture, edit
and improve photographs.
